Title: From Safety-I to Safety-II: Improvement or Backsliding in the Measurement of Safety Performance?

Date: 10 May 2019 (Friday) 7:00 pm to 8:30 pm

Medium of Speech: Cantonese

Brief: The traditional yardstick in measuring and awarding good safety performance of an organization over the current year revolves around the concept of ZERO HARM which, more often than not, is through benchmarking its accident frequency rate and / or fatality rate against those of the organization itself, or the Government, for the previous year.  However, the absence of accident does not necessarily imply the absence of risk.  This approach is categorically called Safety-I while in recent years the alternative concept of Safety-II prevails in some European countries, in particular in the aviation and medical fields.  Safety-II alternatively concentrates on measuring successes (non-accident accomplishments) instead of failures (accidents).  Whether this is a more meaningful mode of measurement is still subject to more stringent verifications and acceptance by the wider community.

Bio of Speaker

Leung Chiu Ming, Michael started his career in occupational health, safety and environmental sustainability back in 1979 as a Factory Inspector of the Labour Department, and has since worked in various sectors including telecommunications, tertiary education and construction.  He is currently a safety practitioner working for a curtain wall subcontractor.
